TERMS

Institutional Responsibilities means the Investigator’s professional responsibilities on behalf of Baystate, including research, teaching, professional practice, and committee membership or service on a panel such as the Institutional Review Board.
Investigator means the project director, principal investigator, or any person, regardless of title or position, who is responsible for the design, conduct, or reporting of research where funding is available or received from a PHS Awarding Component, which may include, for example, collaborators or consultants.  At a minimum, the term encompasses all individuals identified as Senior/Key Personnel.  

Financial Conflict of Interest  exists when the Institution reasonably determines that a Significant Financial Interest (as defined in this Policy) (1) is related to a research project  funded by a PHS Awarding Component or application for such a project and (2) could directly and significantly affect the design, conduct, or reporting of  research funded by a PHS Awarding Component or proposed for such funding.
